We understand that we are required to participate in the automatic deduction program. Monthly payments are due on the 30th of each month and there is a $70.00 late fee assessed for any payments not received by the 30th of the month. 

We understand that there will be a charge of $25 for any check returned by the bank.

We also understand that a reinstatement fee of $50 is assessed for accounts that are suspended.  An

account is considered suspended if it remains late a second month.
We agree to pay the balance of our account before requesting transcripts to be released.

We understand that finals cannot be taken at the end of first and / or second semester if our

Student’s account is delinquent.

In the event that our account should remain delinquent after the said time in paragraph three

and upon the discretion of Celebration Christian Academy, our account may

be turned over to a professional agency for collection.

Tuition and fees from the previous year must be paid in full by April 30th  in order to continue

at Celebration Christian Academy.

We recognize that tuition and fees cover a small percentage of operating expense.  In light of  this, we                     

will prayerfully consider what our family can do to participate in at least two fundraising events and contribute in addition to our payments.

The Academy makes no refunds on tuition, application, registration, book and other fees.

This document is understood to be legally binding, and we have read and agree to comply with

the above commitment.
